OCEAN OF AIR, OCEAN OF SPACE

ALL VIDEO is on the show DVD

STARS are used when nothing else is on the dome

ZEISS MOTION is used to create slow backround movement during the show

THE ONLY THING THE OPERATOR HAS TO POINT OUT IN THE SKY

is how to use the belt of Orion and the stars Betelgeuse and Rigel to find Pollux.

Other than that, the position of the star projector is not important.

THE SLEW IS PROGRAMMED IN, BUT IT IS NOT A PRECISION DEVICE.

If you see the balloon or the rocket plane disappearing into the Void of Death, take over and manually bring it back.

BRING UP BLUE LIGHTS SLIGHTLY

AFTER THE UV RAYS DISAPPEAR

“Now, thirty miles up, we’re near the top of the stratosphere and the air is really getting thin.

SLOWLY BRING UP STARS ABOUT HALFWAY
AFTER REAR VIEW OF ROCKET PLANE FADES

“Well, although you can go pretty high in a little rocket plane like that... Eventually, you’ll run out of fuel, and fall back to the ground.”

BRING UP STARS ALL THE WAY

WHEN EARTH CHORD APPEARS

“So here we are, above the Earth’s ocean of air, and at the edge of the ocean in which our world travels... the ocean of space.”

BLUE LIGHTS DOWN
WHEN MUSKRAT UNDER BLANKET APPEARS

“Yes... rather like a blanket.”

STARS OFF

WHEN MUSKRAT SHRUGS ABOUT THE REASON FOR THE SEASONS

“It is a little tricky. But here’s what happens.”

STARS ON; SLOW MOTION AS NEEDED TO BRING ORION IN FRONT IN 5 MINUTES
WHEN PLANET AROUND POLLUX IS MENTIONED

“In fact, there’s a star with a planet right there.... Where? Okay... see that line of three stars there?”

POINT OUT ORION’S BELT, BETELGEUSE, RIGEL, CASTOR, POLLUX

WHEN MUSKRAT WITH TELESCOPE APPEARS

“No, you can’t see that planet... it’s too far away to see, even with the largest telescope in the world.”

SLOW ZEISS MOTION

WHEN DRIFTING MUSKRAT FADES AND MARSH REAPPEARS

“And on that note... I guess it’s time to go back home.”

FADE OFF STARS
