DURATION: 36 minutes

This show is very straightforward. There is a lot of video, and very few slides. The stars go on at the beginning, go off for a few moments at the end of the show’s opening sequence, then come back on and stay on throughout.

BUT... at the end of the show there is a segment where the narrator mentions some stars which are known to have extrasolar planets. Not all of these stars are visible to the unaided eye, but the operator of the show points out where these stars are in the sky.

The show script came with locator charts. There are copies of these attached.

DVD: “THE PLANETS - FALL” for Fall/Winter, “THE-PLANETS – SPRING” for Spring/Summer

Zeiss: N in back, 41 deg.

CRT projector: ON – turn picture/brightness down

SHOW

00:00
Press ENTER on remote OR press PLAY on DVD player


Turn CRT BRIGHTNESS and PICTURE UP when “button” disappears

04:00
When clouds appear and sky turns blue


Stars off

04:25
When clouds and blue sky fade
